Active Transportation in Core Area of Fall River

Guidelines:
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Protect historic value of trails and areas of interest while maintaining
connections.
Encourage development of the trail from the Inn on the Lake to the
MacDonald Sports Park.
Maintain Lake Thomas frontage at Gordon R. Snow Centre in a
naturalized state while providing an enhanced access to all.
Protect Fletcher's Run wetland and promote this area as a canoe trail
(area of interest).
Raise Fall River Road bridge at Fletcher’'s Run to allow for paddle craft
access.
Acquire Lake Thomas islands (area of interest) and protect for public
access and recreation.
Acquire “village green” lands (area of interest) and protect for public
access and recreation.
Encourage development of Lake Thomas trail.
Complete trail and sidewalk linkages to create ‘upper’ and ‘lower’ loops
(refer to ‘figure 8 loop’).

Protect and support reinstatement of Lock 4 (historic area of interest).
